Steps for creating the .msi:

1. Add a new Project to the Solution (right-click the Solution and choose Add – New Project…
2. Select Setup and Deployment Projects from the Project Types folders
3. Select Setup Wizard from the Templates window

4. Type in a name for the setup project [MsiDemoProject]
5. Click OK
6. Click Next on the Wizard’s Welcome screen

7. Select the Create a setup for a Windows application project type and click Next
8. Select the startup project’s primary output in the Choose project outputs to include screen and choose Next [Primary output from TheMainDemoApp]
9. Add other important files that will be used by the application such as the icon file [flm.ico], demo files, etc. and then click Next
10. After verifying the Summary information, click Finish on the Create Project screen
11. To add a shortcut to the user’s Desktop or Programs Menu
a. Choose the Application Folder under File System on Target Machine
b. Right click Primary output from… [TheMainDemoApp]

c. Select Create Shortcut to Primary output from… [TheMainDemoApp]
d. Drag this shortcut to the appropriate folder: User’s Desktop or Programs Menu 
e. Repeat for the other folder if desired.
12. Edit the properties appropriately throughout the setup project e.g.:

a. Select a shortcut and change its Name, Description, or Arguments.

b. Select the various Special Folders (Application Folder, User’s Desktop, User’s Programs Menu) and change the AlwaysCreate to true, change the DefaultLocation as appropriate

c. Select the Project itself [MsiDemoProject] and fill in the details such as Author, Description, Manufacturer, etc. and provide an updated Version number.
13. Right-click the setup project [MsiDemoProject] and choose Build from the menu.

14. The [MsiDemoProject].msi and Setup.exe, etc. files will be in the [MakingMsiDemo]\[MsiDemoProject]\Debug folder.
